The termination date for refund computation purposes is the last date of actual attendance by the students.

The law now specifies how the school determines the amount of the Student Financial Aid that you have earned in 
the event that you withdraw.

If you received less assistance than the amount you 
earned, you will be able to receive those additional funds. If you received more assistance than the amount you 
earned, the excess funds must be returned.
